the use of biofuels to grow to nearly 10 million
litres per month, available from over 200 filling
stations across the country. Natural Gas (CNG/
LNG) use in fleets is at an all time high, while
Liquefied Petroleum Gas (LPG) filling stations
in the UK currently number nearly 1500.

Fleets are recognised as the key drivers of
infrastructure and vehicle development, and
therefore play a vital role in raising awareness
of green fuel and vehicle technologies. The
provision of a regular information source

for transport and fleet managers is essential
to increase environmental and product
knowledge, and to assist in making informed
decisions on the latest vehicles, fuels and
technologies that reduce carbon emissions.
